be worn while in any public 
building. Tennis shoes, 

Timberland type boots, beach 
shoes and athletic shoes are 

unacceptable.   No student will 
be permitted to wear a baseball

The bust continues around your sides directly under the armpit. 

With arms down at your side, if flesh touches flesh below the bust 
line, the dress is inappropriate. Sheer fabric MAY NOT be used to 

cover flesh that should not be exposed.

below the naval.

Midriffs will not be exposed 

and there shall be no 
keyhole cutouts on the 

dress. 
 

This includes both front 
and side.

Sheer fabric may NOT be used to cover flesh 
that should not be exposed. 

This dress meets dress code.

Hemlines must be NO SHORTER THAN the top of the kneecap 

all the way around (this includes the front of hi-low dresses).  

Slits must be no higher than the top of the knee cap.   

 
Sheer fabric cannot be used to cover flesh that should not be exposed.
